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Thameside Primary School’s Provision Map contains examples of Wave 1, 2, 3 and 3+ provision across our school- it is not an exhaustive list. 

It is important for all stakeholders to understand that the access of Wave 3 provision, on a short term basis, does not automatically imply that a child will be identified by the school as having a special educational need (SEN).
