	Children and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS)
	CAMHS is an NHS service that provides mental health support and treatment for young people up to the age of 18.   We use this service by referring our pupils to access support for emotional, behaviour or mental health difficulties.  With support of parents and carers, we may also use this service to refer for assessment for potential diagnosis’ such as ASD or ADHD. 

	Drawing and Talking
	A therapeutic intervention that helps children and young people process difficult emotions and reframe past experiences.  It is a non-directed, person-centred intervention that uses drawing to help people express their emotions.  The intervention is suitable for children aged 5 and above who may be experiencing anxiety, stress, depression, low self-esteem, loss, grief, or other emotional pain.  

	Educational Psychologist (EP)
	The Education Psychology service offers advice and support to meet the needs of our pupils, especially those with SEND.  EPs offer us consultations, observations, assessments, interventions and training in relation to individual pupils or groups of pupils.  

EPs initially meet with the SEND team to have a caseload planning meeting where the needs of children are discussed.  Once parental consent is gained the EP will observe the child and then complete any assessments as discussed in the planning meeting.  Parents are then invited in for a meeting where the EP feedbacks their findings and a report is then written.

	Emotional Literacy Support Assistant (ELSA)
	ELSAs are trained by Educational Psychologists and receive regular and ongoing supervision.  Our ELSA has been trained on a recognised programme that covers topics including social skills, emotions and anger management.  ELSAs work with children in small groups or on a 1:1 basis to help them develop emotional literacy, social skills and positive mental health.  They can also help children understand and regulate their emotions and respect the feeling of others.  

	Occupational Therapist (OT)
	Occupational Therapists come into school and provide a variety of help to our pupils including academic support, fine motor skills support and sensory processing support.  They may also offer advice on the adaptation of the environment to make learning more accessible to children, particularly those with physical, mental health or social difficulties to ensure that they can successfully participate in daily school activities and learning. 

	Physiotherapist
	A physiotherapist will help children in school with a range of conditions and needs in a number of different ways including reducing absences, providing a comfortable environment, teaching new skills, supporting staff and parent/carers, providing specialist equipment and instructing and modelling to staff.  Physiotherapists write a plan for children using movement and exercise which needs to be followed by staff supporting and working with specific children.  

	Play Therapy
	Play Therapy allow a child complete freedom of choice within safe boundaries.  Through the use of practical materials, children are allowed to consider and acknowledge their feelings.  It helps them to learn that it is OK to feel, and teaches them how to cope with feelings in a safe and constructive way.

	Primary Mental Health Worker (PMHW)
	The PMHW service for children aged between 5-18 years old who need support with concerns around emotional health.  This can include self-harm, low mood, anxiety and non-complex trauma.

	Reading Inclusion Support in Education (RISE)
	The Reading Inclusion Support in Education (RISE) service supports all Reading schools to improve their offer of Ordinarily Available Provision (OAP), Graduated Response (GR) and better support all children and young people (CYP), including those with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND). The RISE team includes specialists and consultants with experience and knowledge of the different areas of children and young people’s needs (e.g. mental health, neurodiversity, behaviour, speech, language and communication needs and sensory needs). 

	RISE Regulation
	This behaviour support and outreach service works closely with schools offering them access to specialist trained staff who will help in improving standards in behaviour and learning.  These staff can also provide bespoke support for pupils and staff who are struggling with emotional and behavioural challenges.  

	Speech and Language Therapy (SaLT)
	Speech and language therapists play a variety of roles within schools including assessing communication needs, developing personalised support and therapy plans, advising on communication and learning and writing advice for EHCNA requests.

Speech and language therapists can also provide training for schools in areas such as articulation screeners, colour semantics, situational mutism etc.  

	School Nurse
	The school nursing service offers advice and support on a variety of issues including toilet training, bed wetting, weight management, hearing assessments, lifestyle concerns and changes in children’s behaviour.  

	Sensory Consortium
	This service works in partnership with schools and families for children who are deaf, vision and multi-sensory impaired to enable them to have good outcomes and a positive future.
