	What is SEND support? 
SEND support is the system by which schools assess the needs of children and then provide appropriate support. This system folows four stages: Assess, Plan, Do and Review, which is also known as the ‘Graduated Response’. 

The cycle may not be just a single process, there may be more than one cycle at a time, each addressing different areas such as literacy, social skills, attention, behaviour etc. After each review, a second or third cycle might start, aiming to further improve support for the child. 

Assess
Teachers and SENDCos discuss the child’s needs and create a baseline assessment by which progress will be measured. Schools should also take seriously any concerns raised by parents. 

Plan 
A plan fo additional support is drawn up, a record kept and the parents informed. Schools and parents should agree what progress they hope will be made (sometimes called outcomes) and by what date. 

Do 
The pupil is given extra support, supervised by the class teacher. 

Review 
The SEND Code of Practice (2015) does not specify timescales, but this should not be less often than three times a year.
