The Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) Code of Practice (2015) sets out guidance and expectations in relation to identifying, assessing and providing for pupils and young people with special educational needs. A pupil or young person has SEN if they have a learning difficulty or disability which calls for special educational provision to be made.

	Possible signs and how to help

	Look out for clues like:
· Struggles with reading, writing, or maths
· Difficulty focusing or staying on task
· Challenges in social situations or making friends
· Challenges with behaviour and mental health
· Delays in speech development and/or physical development 
Navigating Concerns: What to Focus On
Do Seek Support: Trust your instincts. Speak with your child’s teacher or class SENDCo if you sense persistent challenges affecting your child's learning or behaviour. Early intervention can make a world of difference.
Don’t Panic: Remember, every child grows at their pace. Occasional hiccups in learning or behaviour are normal. Trust in the process but stay vigilant for any ongoing difficulties.
