SUMMARY OF TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Please ensure that you read the full version of our policies and procedures. These govern the way our aftercare is run. Please take note and read the following points below:

1.  Thameside aftercare will be open to children in our school only.  Every effort will be made to include all children providing the needs of the group are not compromised.
2.  A regular session starting at 8am will cost £5.00 for Breakfast Club (£5.50 for early start from 07.45am) and £14.00 for Aftercare (from Sept 26). Each additional sibling is charged at £13.50 for aftercare. There is no sibling subsidy for BC. Fees are reviewed annually and adjusted in September each year.  Breakfast Club will run from 8am until the start of school.  Aftercare will run from after school to 6pm.  Regular sessions must be booked in advance and paid for on SCO pay.  Parents/carers must inform the office if their child is unable to attend even if the session is regular.
3.  All regular bookings must be made and paid for half termly, in advance or paid in instalments on SCO pay or by Tax Free Childcare vouchers. All fees must be cleared by the last day of each term (Summer, Autumn or Easter) or spaces will be withdrawn.
4.  In the case of late collection from aftercare, a fee of £5 per 5 minutes late, or part thereof, will be imposed to the parent/carer.  If a child is still uncollected at 6.30pm, regardless of contact with a parent or other authorised person, the Manager may ask staff to contact Reading Social Services, if we are not able to reach the parent/relative.
5.  Parents/carers wishing to cancel a regular session(s) must do so in writing or by email half termly in advance to confirm intention to cease using wraparound care.
6.  The Manager and staff will keep all parents/carers informed of any behaviour issues that arise during the club as appropriate.
7.  All parents/carers and staff will be required to observe the aftercare’s behaviour procedure at all times.
8.  The aftercare will not accept any responsibility for loss or damage of personal belongings.  It is therefore recommended that children do not bring in valuable items to aftercare.
9. Children in Breakfast club will receive cereal or toast if they arrive before 8.30am. Children in aftercare will receive a cold light meal, typically a sandwich, wrap, baguette or cold pasta. There is a different meal each day. The meals in aftercare are catered for by our schools’ meals provider Caterlink. We will accommodate children with eating preferences/allergies e.g. Vegan or Gluten intolerance, however we do not provide a wide range of choice in for aftercare meals due to catering for a smaller volume of children and the need to keep food costs down as much as possible. Please note: We would recommend that the light meal served at aftercare is not a replacement meal, and depending on your child’s appetite, parents may need to provide a proper hot meal or an additional snack when they get home. 
10. Aftercare is not a homework club, although if children wish to do any school work or read, staff will support them in doing so. The aftercare team provide a safe childcare after school ours and children are encouraged to relax and have fun!
11. Activities include indoor and outdoor play, games, crafts, drawing and colouring, dress up, playing on the smartboard, watching educational programmes, singing, and dancing. Children in KS1 can occasionally play with iPads and KS2 children use the ICT suite to access computers. Children are supervised during these activities to ensure content and material is suitable for children of ages.
